By car: 3'/2hours north of Auckland via SH1 to Whangarei and
Kawakawa then SH11 to Opua. Take the vehicle ferry to Okiato
and then follow the road for another 8kms. Vehicle ferry runs
continuously from 6.00am to 10.00pm.

By bus: Regular bus services run from Auckland to Paihia.
From Paihia, catch a passenger ferry to Russell.

By air: Kerikeri airport is less than an hour’s drive from
Russell. Rentals cars and transfer services to Paihia are
available.

By sea: Frequent passenger ferries cross from Paihia to Russell.
See below. There are excellent facilities for visiting boats.
